3.9. Unpacking and Starting Your Dynamic Report

This is the final step of the publishing process. Your dynamic report has
been published and is contained in a ZIP archive (.zip file extension), the
pathname of which is provided at the top of the screen (Figure 20). The
archive contains the set of files that make up your dynamic report in a
compressed form. An archive is a convenient way of storing and

transferring these files.
